1990 DOD WILDLIFE LAW ENFORCEMENT TRAINING SESSION

The 1990 Wildlife Law Enforcement Training Session was held at Marine Corps
Air Station, Cherry Point, North Carolina on 4-8 June 1990. A total of 30
civilian and military personnel with wildlife law enforcement responsibility
attended the course. Some 15 different installations were represented, including
installations in Alaska and Hawaii.

The one week session, designed primarily as a refresher course, included
classes 1in federal laws and regulations, field investigations, officer survival,
wildlife forensics, and Pressure Point Control Tactics. Instruction was conducted
by wildlife enforcement officers from military installations, the US Fish and
Wildlife Service, the North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission, and the Naval
Investigative Service.




One highlight of the course was an afternoon/evening session conducted by the
NC Wildlife Resources Commission that included "live fire" firearms decision
training on a Hogan's Alley type pistol range, and a demonstration of the equip-
ment and techniques used in working a "firelighting" (shooting deer at night)
detail.

SECRETARY/TREASURER'S REPORT

The current active Association membership is 433. Twenty-six persons have
not responded to our latest request that they update their membership. Expenses
since the last report were: postage, $95.00; 1lapel pins, $253.78; printing
(stationery and envelopes), $72.71; this issue of the FAWN, $400.00. All the
registration fees for the 1990 meeting have been received. Our current balance is

Animal Damage Control Agreement Between DoD and US Department of Agriculture

A recently signed Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the Department of
Defense and the US Department of Agriculture, Animal and Plant Health Inspection
Service (USDA/APHIS) provides a mechanism for utilizing USDA/APHIS expertise in
installation animal damage control operations. The MOU establishes procedures for
planning, scheduling, and conducting control of animals deemed injurious to
agriculture, mnatural resources, property, human health and safety, and species
that are reservoirs for =zoonotic diseases (except routine commensal rodent
control). The MOU is intended to expedite cooperation between individual DoD
installations and USDA/APHIS persomnel in conducting animal damage control on the
installations. '

Under the MOU, DoD will contact USDA/APHIS when animal damage control
assistance 1is needed, contact State and federal wildlife management agencies as
appropriate, provide installation access, provide security and logistical support,
and include the requirements for animal damage control in the Installation Pest
Management and Natural Resources Management Plans. USDA/APHIS has agreed to
review and evaluate requests for control, provide information on control methods
and materials, develop control work plans, provide overall coordination and
management of USDA/APHIS control activities including interagency coordination,
and conduct the control where appropriate funding is provided.

The MOU provides for review of biological, environmental, and health/safety
concerns prior to implementing control. It also states that, wunless specific
authority has been delegated to USDA/APHIS or DoD, control procedures will be
coordinated with the appropriate State and federal agencies responsible for
managing the species to be controlled.

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ing (and amusing...) when, after asking a simple question such as "Why is the
project located here?" you get that expression that says "Why are you questioning
this decision?"” or, more appropriately, "Why are YOU asking that question?"
Sometimes it's even more amusing when you get the answer...

The reality is, all federal employees are being questioned and we should

consider that as part of our job. As resource managers, we can expect it, In
1975 there were 200 conservation-oriented groups with 4 million members. Today
there are 350 groups with over 12 million members. “Outside" interests - from

other agencies to animal rights groups - are questioning federal agencies on just
about every major management action they take. In my opinion, this is healthy for
resource management, and although it may slow down program implementation, it
makes for better resource management in the long run. Don't just think your
programs might get questioned - they will.

How can we help our Commands and DoD? We can help by identifying and
addressing the issues first, by asking and answering the questions before they are
asked - by being ahead in the game and doing it right the first time. Two
examples of important issues we will face, particularly on those installations
that have intense military training, are incidental take of endangered species and
cumulative impacts. Both of these have the potential to be "show-stoppers." I
doubt that many installations are addressing the cumulative effects of all their
actions on the land via their Master Plans or addressing this issue in an EIS. We
should, not only because we will be asked about it, not only because it is
required under the law, but also because it is wise resource management.

These issues, and others, will be discussed at our next meeting. Several
Association committees are working hard to ensure that this meeting is our best.
The primary goal of our annual meeting is to provide training in these issues and
in specific topics - the "nuts and bolts" of resource management that will help
each of us do a better job on a day-to-day basis. We have been invited to meet
with the DNRC and Tom Wray, as our DNRC liaison, is working very closely with the
DNRC 1in helping to plan our role in the upcoming DNRC Natural Resources Meeting.
Unfortunately, we do not have specific information on the exact time or = location
to pass on to you at this time. The Board is putting together the program and Tom
Glueck is updating our poster. Both the Board and Tom will need help from all of
us. There is more information on these committees elsewhere in this newsletter.

Lastly, I'd like to welcome Thomas James as your new At-Large Director West.
Wade Eakle is still with us, but he has accepted another job. Wade has agreed to
continue assisting the Association with special projects, and we will be sure to
keep him busy! The At-Large Directors are your direct link to the Association.
If you haven't personally heard from your At-Large Director, you can expect to
soon. Communication is the key to this organization. So - let's hear from YOU!!
